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Abstract

All contributed papers must have an abstract of not more than 100 words. The abstract should indicate the general scope of the paper, the important findings and the conclusions drawn. The abstract has to be uploaded independently along with the paper at the NLS website in PDF format by 25th September 2009. The abstract PDF file should have the title of the paper and list of authors as above following this same format of the template. Please save a soft copy of the original for modifications if necessary. The abstract will be compiled in a Book of Abstracts that will be made available to the participants during the symposium.
Introduction

The Ninth DAE-BRNS National Laser Symposium is sponsored by the Board of Research in Nuclear Sciences, Department of Atomic Energy and held in collaboration with Indian Laser Association. The symposium will be held at Bhabha Atomic Research Centre, Mumbai, during January 13-16, 2010. Symposium format consists of invited talks, contributory papers and theses presentations. The contributions on the recent works are invited. 

This is the MS Word template in which the guidelines for preparing the manuscript of the contributory papers are described. The guidelines and format for the submission of contributions and thesis presentations are same. In the format of this template, the details of the sizes and types of the fonts are described. The write up of the work, strictly in the form of this template should be prepared. Only the PDF version of the paper should be uploaded in the website by 25th September 2009. The help on converting your paper to a PDF file is available in the guidelines to the author on the website [1]. No hardcopy or email submission is acceptable.   

Tables

All tables must be numbered consecutively in Arabic numerals (not Roman) in the order of appearance in the text. The tables should be self-contained and have a descriptive title. Column headings of tables should be brief. Footnotes to the tables, if any, should be identified by superscript symbols and placed at the bottom of the page containing the table.

Figures

As the proceedings print will be in mono-color, all necessary figures, plots, spectra etc. have to be in black & white or grayscale (see Fig.1) with a good contrast so that good reproduction can be obtained. The size of the figures and tables should not exceed the column width else it can be in two columns width. The axes of the plots should be clearly visible and labeled properly with units etc. All figures, including photographs should be numbered consecutively in Arabic numerals in the order of occurrence in the text. Figure captions must appear below the figure.  The figures along with captions should be embedded in the text at appropriate locations.

The various items and their font size and type are as shown in Table 1. The margins from left, right, top and bottom are same and equal to 1 inch of the paper of “Letter” size (see Fig. 2). The contribution has to be of minimum four pages and maximum of five pages inclusive of everything with the text written in one and a half line spacing and abstract with only single line spacing. Both the abstract and the text should be “justified” and the title and author’s list “centered” as in [2].  A new heading in the midst of texts should be preceded by a blank line having font size of 10 and followed by a blank line having font size of 10. 

Reference style 

References should be numbered in order of appearance in the text of the paper, the number being enclosed in square brackets in the same line. E.g. "It has been shown [11, 12] that...” 'or' “Ramachandran and Raman [14] developed a formalism in 1955 which made it possible...". The second example is meant to show that while names of authors and dates are not essential, they can be included even in this format. At the end of the manuscript, references to articles in journals should be listed by number, followed by authors names (preceded by initials), abbreviated journal title, volume, first page number and year in brackets, e.g. “14. P W Anderson, Phys. Rev., 109, 1492 (1958).” References to books should include: name(s) of author(s) (preceded by initials), title of the book, edition if not the first, initials and name(s) of editor(s) if any, preceded by "edited by" and publisher, place of publication, year within brackets and chapter or pages referred to, e.g. “12. J de Boer and J Eichler, in Advances in nuclear physics edited by M Baranger and E Vogt (Plenum, New York, 1968) Vol. 1, p. 1.” References to theses must include the title of the thesis, the degree for which submitted, the University and year.

General Guidelines

Once the paper is written as per the format either in MS Word or in Latex, it should be compiled and converted to a PDF file. To convert the Word file into a PDF file, one may 1) open the file in MS Word, 2) print the file by selecting Acrobat distiller or PDF writer as printer (if the PDF writer is installed as a printer) , 3) and then give a file name ‘a_file.pdf’ when it asks .  Only the PDF files of the contributions should be uploaded in the website. In the authors’ list, in case of a large collaborative experiment it is advised to mention the name of the collaboration and spokesperson’s email address instead of the complete list of authors. For references also, the name of collaboration or only the “first author, et al.” style can be adopted. It is not encouraged to have the figures and tables together to occupy more than 50% of available area. Also the content should be sufficient and complete. Authors are also expected not to split their work to submit multiple contributions. Although the contributions are in soft copy form, the symposium organizer will not make any attempt to edit it to conform to the template format.

After screening of the contributions, the acceptance status of the papers shall be made available only on the symposium website http://www.nls09barc.org. No requests for information regarding the status of the paper or any other information by e-mail will be entertained. The information will be updated as and when they are available on the website. All the accepted contributions have to be presented as poster during the symposium by any one of the authors. For the participation the author will have to sign up at the website and provide all the required information for registration in the pre-registration form.  Poster presentations could be made impressive using color texts, figures, photographs and table.  Few posters will be chosen for the award on the basis of the quality of work and presentation.
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
